and safely along the parade route. Parade exits at 56B & 57 Street on 50 Avenue.

FLOAT TO THE SPECTATORS 

3. The Lloydminster Agricultural Exhibition Association, the Lloydminster Exhibition Parade Committee and the 
Lloydminster Health District encourage all cyclists/roller bladers and drivers of quads/trikes to wear protect headgear. 

4. The Lloydminster Agricultural Exhibition Association and the Lloydminster Health District recommend the use of 
sunscreen for all parade participants. 

5. (a) A copy of your General Liability and Property Damage Insurance Policy must be shown upon request. 
The Lloydminster Agricultural Exhibition Association requires that all participants in the Colonial Days Parade carry 
liability insurance.  This requirement protects the participant against any liability claims arising out of participation 
in the parade.  An example of a potential claim could be a spectator who was injured by being hit or run over by a 
moving float.  Liability insurance would provide the participant protection against this type or some other 
unforeseen accident.
