1. a) Exhibitors may select their preference of location, however, we reserve the right to assign locations so as 
to avoid conflict of exhibitors interests and for the general well being of the fair.   No application will be 

accepted unless paid in full.  Exhibit applications received after entry closing date - JUNE 20, 2008 - 
must be paid by money order, cash, VISA/Mastercard or certified cheque or they will not be accepted. 

 

 b)ALL FOOD CONCESSION  applications must be received by June 5, 2008 .  An application does  
 not mean you have been accepted to this event.  ALL Food Concessions are admitted based on a  
 committee review of all food concession applicatio ns.  The committee reserves the right to decide which  
 applicants are accepted and which are not.  Selection will be based on the following criteria: 

· Menu  (this allows the committee to prevent duplication of food items) 
· Visual appearance of food concession booth (pictures are required with application) 
· The applicant has provided a copy of their current insurance 
· The applicant must be willing to provide references on request of the committee 
· Payment is made in full (as outlined in the Food Concession applications) 

I. EACH applicant will receive verbal notice within 5 business days of June 5, 2008  with a written 
notice to follow in the mail. 

II. ANY deposit  or payment  made with the application will be fully refunded if the applicant has been 
declined by the committee. 

III. Each food exhibitor must comply with the Prairie No rth Health Region Food Safety 
Regulations, which includes applying for a Temporary Food Vendor License .  Please contact

IV. Operators of food outlets agree and understand that: 
a) All beverages served or offered for sale through all food outlets are to be exclusively Coca 

Cola Brands, including all sparkling and still, natural and artificially-flavored non-alcoholic 
beverages such as fruit juices; fruit drinks containing juice; fruit-flavored drinks; fruit punches 
and sport drinks; frozen sparkling beverages; bottled sparkling and still water; ready to drink 
iced teas and coffees, vegetable and vegetable based juice drinks, energy and vitamin 
enhanced natural and stimulated drinks.

4. A $100.00 refundable performance bond is required w ith each exhibit space application.   

 A $200.00 refundable performance bond is required for each food concession and lottery booth. 
Conditions of this bond are that the display will be set up and manned by show opening time, continually 
manned during show hours and that the display not be dismantled prior to show closing time and any outdoor 
exhibitor pinning into the pavement will not be refunded until the holes are filled.  Exhibitors must meet all 
show rules and regulations to be eligible for a refund.  Refunds will be paid at show closing time.  Rulings are 
made at the committee's discretion - their decision will be final.

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6. Refer to your application for each area’s daily show hours. 

 
7. Exhibitors are required to keep their exhibit space free of trash, paper, etc. Refuse to be disposed of in a 

manner indicated by the Health Authorities or the fair. THE LICENSEE WILL CONDUCT HIS BUSINESS IN 
A QUIET AND ORDERLY MANNER, AND KEEP HIS PLACE NEAT  AND CLEAN . An exhibitor will not set 
up his exhibit or operate equipment so as to interfere with the adjoining space or obstruct the aisle ways. 

 
8. A representative of the Lloydminster Exhibition Association shall have access to said Licensee's premises at 

all times. 
 

9. All buildings, tents or enclosures put up under the terms of this lease must have the approval of the 
Lloydminster Exhibition Association. 

 
10. The Licensee will not conduct any amusement or exhibit any character, which does not meet with the

14. a)You are responsible for public liability, theft, fire and other insurance on your exhibit.

said Association’s officers, members or agents and indemnifies the said Association, officers, members, or 
agents from and against any loss or damage, sustained by the said Association by reason of any claims 
made by any of his helpers or assistant introduced to or engaged by an entrant through the said Association 
or any of them through their members, officers, or agents shall be at the sole risk and responsibility of such 
entrant.

kept safe in a proper kennel.  The committee reserves the right to make a ruling on this point - the 
Committee Board’s decision will be final. 

 
22. The Lloydminster Agricultural Exhibition Association will not handle any cash from the concessionaires or 

exhibitors; they will have to make their own arrangements for security, change and deposits to the bank. 
 

23. The Lloydminster Exhibition Association may at any time in its discretion, require the Licensee to remove 
himself, his employees, and his property from the property of the Lloydminster Exhibition Association for any 
violation of this agreement. 

 
24. The Lloydminster Exhibition Association shall have a lien upon all property being kept, used or situated upon 

said leased premises or upon said Fair Grounds whether such property be exempt or not, for the rent or 
privilege money to be paid under this contract, for any damage sustained for any breach hereof; and that said 
Society shall have the right to retain, take and remove same without any process of law and appropriate said 
property to the use of said Lloydminster Exhibition Association or sell the same to satisfy its claim against the 
said Licensee, and the Licensee hereby expressly waives and forever releases the Lloydminster Exhibition 
Association, its officers, directors and servants from all claims and demands of every nature. 

 
25. It is further mutually understood and agreed by and between the parties hereto that in addition to the 

expressed terms and conditions hereof, the Licensee shall be bound by all the rules and regulations and 
requirements of the Lloydminster Exhibition Association as are published in the Premium List of the 
Lloydminster Exhibition, and are hereby made an integral part of this agreement in like manner as is set forth 
at length and in full herein. 

 
26. Absolutely NO REFUNDS will be made except in the specific instances listed in the above Rules & 

Regulations. 



 
27. The committee reserves the right to refuse and or remove any exhibitor at any time 

as per their discretion. – Any committee decision w ill be final.  
 

28. HOLD HARMLESS AND INDEMNITY CLAUSE:  That by signing any of the enclosed contracts, I the 
Exhibitor of the facilities/grounds of the LAEA, further agree I will save harmless and indemnify the LAEA 
and their Directors, Officers, Volunteers, Employees, Agents Representatives, or Sponsors from any and 
all liabilities and claims, which may occur from renting at the LAEA. 

 
29. The Licensee admits having read over this Agree ment and receives this copy thereof and no
