3. Complete information as to colour, variety, band number, etc. must be shown on entry form.  Please indicate 
CODE, CLASS and SECTION.  On all the A.O.V. please state type of breed.   If FOUR or more exhibits of one 
breed, color or variety are entered in a class, the Committee may establish separate classes for these exhibits.
