Ranch Horse Competition

The competition will run from 1:00 p.m. to 3:00 p.m. on November 1, 2008 and will accept ranch type horses; all horses are required to
sell after the competition.

Each competitor will have 8 minutes to complete the course. A 2-minute warning will be given. At the call of time the competitor must
leave the arena.

Ten (10) required elements will be judged.

Upon completion of the required elements, and if time has not elapsed, the competitor will have the opportunity to show his/her horse
to its best advantage. The free-style segment will not be judged, but allows the competitor an opportunity to impress spectators and
potential purchasers of the value of his/her horse beyond the elements of the competition.

Ranch Horses must be 4 years of age or older as of January 1%, 2008.

All horses will have blood drawn for possible testing to detect foreign substances as they exit the sale ring.

The order of go will be determined by draw one hour before the competition begins.

The nomination fee for the competition is $175.00 + $8.75 GST, which includes the consignment fee for the sale.

Nomination Criteria for Ranch Horse Competition Sal e Horses

Competition sale is open to any breed or non-registered horse of riding quality.

Selections will be based more on quality than quantity.

All prospects will be pre-inspected by the Alberta Horse Industry Branch, a Veterinarian, representatives of the Ranching
Industry and a representative from the Ranch Horse Committee.

Horses will be considered based on; Conformation, Soundness, Condition and Suitability to Ranch Work and run a pattern
Ranch horses are to be ridden and perform a pattern, which will include the elements used in a working cow horse pattern.
Pattern will be posted at the pre-inspection.

Horses entered in previous LAEA competitions may return to compete next year. If it can be documented that the horse returns
under new ownership. Returning rider/horse combinations will not be eligible.

Competition horse sale entries will be limited to 20 horses.

Once the horse is nominated for the sale there will be no refunds on entry fees.

Substitutions will be allowed prior to pre selection upon review of the committee.

Once the horse has been inspected and approved for the sale, no substitutions or refunds will be allowed.

For those horses not accepted by the pre selection committee into the competition and/or sale, the nominator will be notified, and the
entire nomination fee will be returned.

The LAEA Ranch Horse Sale committee reserves the right to inspect, or have one of its agents inspect, any or all horses, and has
the right to refuse any horse, for any reason, at its sole discretion at any time.

Consignors must abide by the rules and terms for sale as established for this sale.




Judging

Two (2) judges will independently judge the horses.

Ranch Horses will be scored based on the points per element of the competition, desire and athletic ability.

The AQHA Official Handbook of Rules and Regulations dated January 1, 2008 will serve as the official guide. Should any disputes arise
from the competition, event management has final authority and will arrive at the decision in concert with the judges.

Judges may call for a new animal at their discretion.

Abuse of cattle or horses, will result in disqualification from that element and the competitor must move on to the next element.
Five point deduction for riding with two hands

Required Elements of the Ranch Horse Competition

Points

*Horse to be shown one handed

1 Lead your horse to the center of the arena, saddled and bridled; ground tie,
Pick up all four feet. Drop bridle and re-bridle horse. Mount your horse. 05

2 At centre facing the marker, begin on the left lead, complete one left circle, at centre

do a flying lead change to right lead, complete one circle to the right, at centre complete a

flying lead change to the left, complete the circle to the left. 10
3 Atthe centre marker, stop and back up 10 feet. 05
4 Complete two (2) 360-degree turns, first to the left, and the second to the right. 10
5 Hold cow in prescribed end of the arena, work the cow down the fence making at

least one turn each way on the fence. 15
6 Pen the cow and hold in pen for at least 5 seconds. Release cow. 10
7 Rope and bring the animal to a stop, then move 10 feet and release dally. 10
8 Throw slicker behind or in front of saddle and jog to gate, place slicker on fence. 05
9 Open gate, ride through and close gate, open trailer door. 10
10 Load horse in trailer, then unload, close trailer door. 05
11 Athletic ability and desire to work. 15

Possible score 100

Competitor has the option to get a second cow at the judge’s discretion.
Total allowed time, which will include free-style, will be 8 minutes.

All horses are required to sell after the show.

Nomlnatlon Criteria For 2 Year Old Prospect Show & Sale

Prospects are to be 2 years old as of January 1%, 2008, and is open to any breed or non registered horse. Selection will be
based on more quality than quantity.

All prospects will be pre-inspected by the Alberta Horse Industry Branch, a Veterinarian, representatives of the Ranching
Industry and a representative from the Ranch Horse Committee.

Horses will be considered based on; Conformation, Soundness, Condition and Suitability to Ranch Work

Horses need to be halter-broke with ability to walk and trot fluidly beside handler.

Entries will be limited to 15 horses.

The 2 year old prospect horse may be sold under saddle or on halter

Once the horse is nominated for the sale there will be no refunds on entry fees.

Substitutions will be allowed prior to pre selection upon review of the committee.

Once the horse has been inspected and approved for the sale, no substitutions or refunds will be allowed.

For those horses not accepted by the pre selection committee into the competition and/or sale, the nominator will be notified,
and the entire nomination fee will be returned.

All horses will have blood drawn for possible testing to detect foreign substances as they exit the sale ring.

In future Ranch Horse Sales Prospect horses will be given priority, must be able to verify that this is the horse that competed
in previous event.

Judging

2 year old prospects will be shown on halter and judged on conformation, attitude and willingness to accept handlers
commands in the show ring.

The 2 year old prospect horse will be shown under halter competition. The horses will be shown performing the
required elements and judged accordingly.

These horses will show in one class.

Required Elements Of The 2 Year Old Prospects

1
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All horses will be lead into the ring at a trot and stop at designated area. (Each horse will work one at a time following
entry)

Walk to first pylon and stop. Hesitate for judges.

On judges que make a 360 degree turn to the right and trot to second pylon. Stop.

Back up at least 10 feet in a straight line.

Return to group.

Sale Order
The following procedure will be used to establish catalogue sale order for the ranch horse sale and 2 year old prospects sale.
Ranch Horse competition horses sell first, followed by prospect horses using the following criteria.
Registered horses will sell first, followed by non-registered horses. Sale order of registered horses will be determined by alphabetical
order based on dam’s name. Sale order will begin with dam’s names starting with “Cn. Non-registered horses will be catalogued
based on post-mark date of nomination forms.

BEGINNING WITH THE RANCH HORSE COMPETITION WINNER, THE TOP FOUR RANCH HORSES AND THE
TOP THREE PROSPECT 2 YEAR OLD HORSES WILL BE ALLOWED TO SELECT THEIR POSITION IN THEIR
RESPECTIVE SECTION PRIOR TO THE SALE. AFTER THIS ORDER IS ESTABLISHED, NO FURTHER
CHANGES TO THE SALE ORDER WILL OCCUR.

All Nominations
All horses will be examined by a Veterinarian for condition, blemishes and soundness on Friday, October 31%, starting at 3:00 P.M.
This will be done in catalogue order.
All horses will have blood drawn for possible testing to detect foreign substances that might affect performance or soundness
immediately exiting the sale ring.
Any number of horses can be nominated; however, a maximum of two (2) horses per nominator/per category will be accepted.

The terms of this sale are cash or cheques payable at par at the sale location unless satisfactory credit arrangements have been
made prior to the sale. The right of the property does not change hands until full settlement is made. LAEA reserves the right to
require a certified cheque before any animal is released. Should any purchaser fail to settle for his purchase, LAEA reserves full
power to resell the animal to their best advantage, either privately or publicly, without further notice. Any loss resulting from such
resale and all other expenses arising from this are payable by the original purchaser. All settlements must be made before any
animal is released.

All horses sell as sound unless otherwise stated. Any observed illness, injury or defect will be noted and announced from the
auctioneer’s stand prior to the sale of the horse. Buyers will have four (4) days from the time of the sale to notify LAEA if they feel
that the horse has been misrepresented. This must be done in writing and be accompanied by a veterinarian’s report (at the
buyer’s expense) that the said injury, illness or physical defect was present at the time of the sale and did not occur after the sale.
The appeal must be accompanied by a certified cheque for $200.00 protest fee made payable to LAEA. LAEA will then seek an
opinion (at LAEA expense) from the LAEA designated veterinarian. If the LAEA veterinarian agrees with the purchaser’s
veterinarian, the purchase price will be refunded to the buyer, along with the $200.00 protest fee, when the animal is returned
safely to the seller. If the Buyer’s veterinary opinion differs from the LAEA veterinary opinion, LAEA reserves the right to obtain the
opinion of a referee veterinarian (at seller's expense). The majority veterinary opinion shall apply. In the event the sale of the
horse is upheld, the $200.00 (CAD) protest fee will be retained by LAEA. All warrantees terminate four (4) days (96 hours) from
6:00 p.m., November 1%,

The Seller has the responsibility to announce defects, they know of, in their horses particularly that may affect the soundness of
the horse for the purpose they are advertised for. What is a defect to one person, may not be a defect to another.

All animals are offered for sale, no buy bidding or reserves will be accepted.

The Auctioneer’s decision is final. In the event of a dispute, the Auctioneer will recognize his bidder, and the other party must
advance the bid or bidding will close.

Each animal becomes the risk of the purchaser as soon as the animal is declared sold. As every animal is sold an agreement of
purchase will be handed to the buyer. The buyer must sign this and indicate how the animal is to be transferred.

Copies of the registration papers will be furnished to the buyer when payment is made. Original papers will be held by sale
management until cheques have cleared the banks and/or the four (4) day guarantee has elapsed, at which time the sale
management will forward the original papers and transfer documents to the appropriate association (s) according to the policy of
AQHA Official Handbook of Rules and Regulations, January 1, 2008, (Section 224, Transfer of Ownership). Membership I.D.
numbers will be required for transfer forms for each association. Transfer costs to be the responsibility of the Seller

For registered horses: registration papers must be in the name of the consignor, or the horse will sell as grade. The original
papers must accompany the nomination form along with the full fee for nomination into the sale along with a signed transfer.
Every effort has been made to assure correctness of the catalogue but the sales management and/or the Auction company are not
responsible for any errors or omissions, and assume no liability on its part as to any statements regarding animals sold.
Announcements from the Auctioneer take precedence over catalogue information.

It is clearly understood that LAEA is acting as an agent between the buyer and seller and is not responsible in any way for
any failure by either party to complete their transaction.

The above terms constitute a contract between buyer and seller and shall be equally binding on both parties. Resale of
animals following the sale shall constitute a separate transaction and is not covered by the terms of this sale.

Animals may be inspected up to sale time by the sales management or their representatives. Animals deemed unfit for the caliber
of this sale may be removed from the sale with no recourse against LAEA or its representatives.

After the sold horse exits the ring blood will be drawn by a veterinarian. Horses will be subject to mouthing for age. LAEA
reserves the right to reject any animal at any time.

GST will be added to all purchases. Event Managed by:
Commission will be 7% of the last dollar bid, plus respective nomination fee. Lloydminster Exhibition Assoc.
